Jack Phillips was carrying a burden, the safety of 3,547 passen-
gers on a transatlantic voyage. Jack was obsessed with getting 
the ship’s well-to-do passenger’s messages sent via Morse code. 
Morse code was the hot new communication device of its day. 
In fact, it was the �rst to directly connect one person with 
another in two di�erent locations! It was a very exciting time. 
Jack was one of a few that knew the code. Jack must have been 
something of a celebrity. �is was also the �rst time this 
service was o�ered to the travelers on a Passenger ship.

�e dots and dashes were an enigma to most. Strangely 
enough, similar to the X’s and O’s in today’s digital technology! 

Jack Phillip’s Obsession 
While sending out these personal messages, Jack received a 
telegraph from another ship in the same waters. Rather than 
addressing the letter that warned him of icebergs, Jack put it in the 
bottom of the pile and continued what he had been doing. �is was 
a pivotal and fatal moment of misdirected priorities. �e name of the 
ship? �e Titanic. 

What spiritual life warnings are we putting at the bottom of our pile? 

A warning may involve where we place our burden(s)—are we 
carrying them ourselves or casting our burdens on Him and truly 
resting in the reality of His care. Take a moment to consider His 
works in creation. �is is God’s way for us to rest and obtain some 
perspective. When rested, do the very next thing that you are called 
to do. In the case of raising children, that would be raising them up 
in the way they should go. 

Our choices boil down to just three: 1. To be literally consumed by 
today’s media. Are you letting the captivating “rave” of the day 
distract you from what you should be doing for the Lord? 2. To 
heed the warnings that are quietly whispering within. 3. To simply 
recognize what our true distraction is, what spiritual life priority we 
lost site of, and then simply repent. 

God wants to design our story, if we just let Him. 

�e intelligent design movement has some excellent 
merits. �e movement is bringing out the “designed with a 
purpose” concept found in creation. God is magni�cent in 
both His forethought of creation, as well as in his complete 
consideration for the purposeful functionality of how 
creation would serve us so eloquently. 

World evolutionary leaders are steeped in such darkness, 
and are so blinded by their own arrogance that their 
mantra directs fellow scientists to ignore the evidence that 
points to purpose and design. Well-known secularists, like 
Richard Dawkins, warn his fellow scientists to continually 
remind themselves that even if it all seems to have purpose 
and design….it doesn’t!  When I hear talk like this I can’t 
help but to pull out my “spiritual warfare penalty �ag” and 
toss it in the air! When something in life does not make an 
ounce of sense, tossing the �ag seems to have a way of 
pulling it all together!

Hats o� to the Answers in Genesis team for assem-
bling a great speaker line up! �e speakers were, 
not only inspirational, but recognized 
experts in their �eld. �ey were enthusi-
astic and engaging while o�ering us an 
insider’s view of God’s creation. AiG’s 
founder, Ken Ham opened the 
conference with a foundational 
talk regarding the relevance of 
history’s seven “C’s: Creation, 
Corruption, Catastrophe, 
Confusion, Christ, 
Cross and Consumma-
tion.

Dr. David Menton humorously used 
the phrase “How’s that for dumb 
luck?” a�er revealing a marvelous fact 
about man or an animals’ life-sustaining features that defy 
logic or physics—all heroically designed by the Lord Jesus 
Christ. �e unbelievable genius found in creation’s micro 
structure is profoundly amazing! Did you know that birds 
molt symmetrically? If not, I think the birds might be 
struggling with a corkscrew-like �ying pattern!

During a short chat between sessions, I showed him the 
book I wrote and told him that I was doing talks on the 
subject of creation.

Dr. Stuart Burgess, a professor at Cambridge, re�ected 
ever so gently on God’s careful design found in the basic 
elements around us like the miracle of air, water, and 
other life sustaining necessities that we easily take for 
granted.

Pinecone Knob, and the Bombardier 
Beetle. He spoke on the subject of 
biomimetics (copying nature with a 

view to using ideas in engineering), as 
well as irreducible complexities. In between 

talk sessions, I spoke with him about his desire 
to scan the Bombardier Beetle’s portable chemical manu-
facturing and dispersing plant. �ere is a special scan 
and graphic treatment that can now be done to illustrate 
this.  

AiG’s Dr. Georgia Purdom’s talk was very in-depth on 
the activities found in our molecular make-up. �e 
minute factories and systems found in our cells are 
incomprehensible. Each with orders and growth instruc-
tion sets written and honed to the �nest engineering 
tolerances unknown to man!

Others that spoke at the seminar include Dr. James 
Hamilton, Bodie Hodge, Dr. Andrew Snelling, Dr. 
Danny Faulkner, and Dr. Terry Mortensen.

I have a peace that the material I have been presenting is 
timely, relevant and on track. Global contacts were  
initiated at the conference, so who knows where God 
could lead..?
